What is a Speaker Series?

Speaker Series provide students with timely,
first-hand career advice and insights that highlight
possible/potential career paths. These events help
students understand the meaningful ways in which
their education is applicable in the workforce.

Format

Speaker Series can be offered virtually or in-person.
Virtual events allow us to reach a broader audience of
speakers, students, and alumni outside of Edmonton.

We have offered Speaker Series for over 30 years
and we continue to appreciate opportunities to
collaborate with campus partners and stakeholders
to serve the members of our campus community.

To ensure we continue to adapt the program

to meet the needs of our students, we offer
Speaker Series in a variety of formats to suit
audiences. Some of which, include the following:

+ Facilitated discussions: A Career Centre staff
member moderates a discussion between the
speakers and encourages questions from
students.

« Small group discussions: Professionals provide a
brief introduction before engaging in a series of
10-minute rotating discussions with groups of 4-6
students. This format works best with a smaller
audience.
