The CGS-MSFSS Program supports high-calibre graduate students in building global linkages and international
networks through the pursuit of exceptional research experiences at research institutions abroad. Supplements of
up to $6,000 are available to active CGS (master’s or doctoral) or eligible Vanier CGS holders to help offset the
costs of undertaking research studies outside Canada for a defined period abroad (minimum of 2 months to
maximum of 6 months).

This is a direct application, whereby students apply directly to GPS. Departments are no longer required to submit
nominations to GPS. Departments will be notified of students successfully forwarded to the national competition,
and of any winners.

Each agency (CIHR, NSERC, and SSHRC) has its own application form and instructions, and care should be taken
to ensure that the appropriate form is used. Eligible applicants must complete the appropriate web-based
application form online; a printed copy of the form, and all other required documentation is to be submitted, as

Applicants should contact the respective granting agency in advance if they are unsure about the eligibility of a
particular host supervisor or host institution.
